[J The Air Compressor ground ring terminal is contacting bare metal, and coated with silicone if possible.

[ The Wire Harness is grounded to the negative (-) battery terminal. The ECU needs a good, clean,
interference-free ground.

[d There is a loop in the AirTubing as shown to prevent water or debris from getting into the Air

Compressor head and damaging it.
